Coaches Information:
 Ripon – Julie Johnson is the all-time winningest women’s bas-
ketball coach in Ripon history, compiling an overall record of 232-170 
in her 17+ seasons as head coach. Under Johnson’s leadership, Ripon 
has qualified for the conference tournament nine of the past 13 years, 
including three trips to the NCAA tournament (1996, 2004, 2005). 
Johnson has been named MWC coach of the year three times (1995, 
2004, 2005), while also being named NCAA women’s basketball Cen-
tral Region Coach of the Year once. Johnson earned her bachelor’s 
degree from Dakota State University in 1988, where she was a four-year 
starter and named to the school’s Athletic Hall of Fame in 2000.
 Illinois College – Brenna Kelly has racked up 243 wins in her 
first 19+ seasons with the Lady Blues. The Kahoka, Mo. native and former 
Culver-Stockton College standout has compiled impressive credentials 
since taking over the reins of the Illinois College women’s basketball pro-
gram in 1987. Now in her 20th season, Kelly has steered the Lady Blues 
to a prominent position in the Midwest Conference. Her teams own an 
overall record of 243-199, and qualified for the league’s post-season cham-
pionship tournament from 1991 through 1997, and again in 1999. That 
run produced a league title in 1993 and runner-up finishes in 1997, 1998, 
and 1999. Her induction into the Illinois College Sports Hall of Fame in 
1996 underscored her status as one of IC’s all-time coaching leaders.

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 Scouting The Opponent: Illinois College is outscoring op-
ponents by five points per game this season, thanks in large part to 
their 40-point victory over Hanibal-LaGrange earlier in the year. The 
Lady Blues have hit the boards hard, out rebounding opponents by 
an average of 6.8 rebounds per game. Illinois College is grabbing 38.8 
boards, while opponents have managed just 32.0 per contest. IC has 
turned the ball over more than 18 times in a game just once this sea-
son, which occurred in their season opener. Since that game, the Lady 
Blues are averaging 15.7 miscues per game. Opponents are shooting 
39 percent from three-point range, while Illinois College has nailed 33 
percent of their shots from beyond the arc.
 Player To Watch: Brittany Parsons is the leader of the Illinois 
College offense as the team’s starting point guard. She has dished out 
a team-best 4.8 assists per game, but that’s not all she’s capable of do-
ing. The junior from Frankfort, Ind. also ranks second on the team in 
scoring, with 13.0 points per game. Parsons has been in the zone early 
in the season from long-range, making 44 percent (7-16) of her three-
point shots. She has also been money at the free throw line, making 
seven of her 10 foul shots (70.0 percent).

Last Meeting vs. Illinois College: The Red Hawks struggled to score 
the last time they played the Lady Blues, as Ripon shot just 27 percent 
in the game, en route to a 62-40 loss at Jacksonville, Ill. That included 
a 23 percent shooting performance by the Red Hawks in the first half, 
as they fell behind 26-16 at the half. JoEllen Buerger was the only Ri-
pon player to score in double figures, with 11, while Illinois College’s 
Ashley Law also scored 11 as IC’s lone player in double figures.

Looking Ahead: After a four-game road trip, the Red Hawks will re-
turn home on Wednesday, December 5th, as they’ll square off against 
St. Norbert College. The Green Knights entered the weekend with a 
2-1 record after wins against Edgewood and Concordia (WI) to open 
the season. The Green Knights defeated Ripon twice last year, defeat-
ing them by 21 points in DePere, and by nine points in Ripon.

Getting It Done Down Low: The Red Hawks have been led by a pair 
of forwards this season. Sophomore Jessica DeHamer and junior Jeni 
Yaeger are the only two Red Hawks that are averaging double figures 
scoring this season, as they have combined to score 52 percent of the 
team’s points. DeHamer leads the team with 13.4 points per game, 
while Yaeger is second, averaging 12.8 points. That duo also leads the 
team in rebounding, as DeHamer has pulled down 7.2 rebounds per 
game, which is slightly better than Yaeger’s 7.0 rebounds per contest. 

Hold Them To 50: One sure way of Ripon winning games this year 
has been keeping opponents under the 50-point mark. The Red Hawks 
have lost all three games in which they’ve allowed opponents to score 
over 50 points, while also winning both games in which they have held 
opponents under the 50-point mark.
